Fort St. John, from February 8-11
th
, 

to bring the message of Tobacco 

Free Sports to the Games. 

Alcohol-Drug Education Service set 
up a booth at the games’ Athletes 
Village to provide information about 
the initiative to all participants. Darko, 
along with the Tobacco Reduction 
Coordinator for the Northern Health 
Authority, delivered a presentation to 
the Northern BC Winter Games 
Board of Directors on how to develop 
and implement tobacco free sports 
policy. The information was received 
very well and plans are in place to 
adopt a tobacco free sports policy for 
the next Northern Winter Games in 
Dawson Creek in 2008. It is hoped 
that the other BC games (winter, 

summer, senior and disability) will 
follow suit.  

BC Northern Winter Games brought 
over 1500 athletes, coaches, and 
officials from around northern BC to 
compete in a wide variety of sports. 
This was an excellent opportunity to 
promote the importance of tobacco 
free sports in our province. A-DES is 
working closely with Pacific Sport and 
the BC Health Authorities on the 
Tobacco Free Sport Initiative. This is a 
three year initiative with the goals of: 

1. developing policy materials 
and pledge systems to assist 
sports and recreat ional 
organizations in creating 
tobacco-free policies 

2. developing manuals and 
training materials to promote 
p o l i c y  a n d  p r e ve n t i o n 
messaging around tobacco 
free sports 

3. working with high profile 
athletes, minor sport athletes, 
sport leaders and other 
stakeholders  to ensure 
accuracy and engagement in 
messaging and other aspects 
of program delivery 

4. developing and implementing 
a  p r o g r a m  e va l u a t i o n 
framework
